BCC Club Championship Local Rules

USGA Rules of golf apply – summer rules - with the following exceptions:

If you have a hardpan lie in the fairway, you may take a free drop in an area in the fairway with grass, one club length, no closer to the hole.  The dropped ball must come to rest in the fairway.  This rule applies to fairways only.   Hardpan is defined as a bare lie, resting on dirt not grass.

The French drains running across many fairways are also free drops, one club length, no closer to the hole.  This rule applies to fairways only. 

Cart paths, and areas near greens that are worn down because they have been used as cart paths, are free drop areas - closest relief, one club length, no closer to the hole.

Before a drop is taken in any of the above cases, one or more of the other players in your group must witness the situation and agree to the drop.

If there is no agreement on a drop, the player may play the ball in question as well as a provisional ball through the hole, and Tom Tucker will make a decision on which score counts.  Make sure to mark the area from where the original ball was played from with a tee.

Hole number 8 - ball hit into pond, re-tee with loss of distance and one stroke penalty.  Ball hit beyond the water then lost, play as lost ball. Hit beyond water and found in hazard, proceed with hazard penalty.
